The collection also includes several versions of Mark’s soon-to-be “hit” single, “We Wish You a Merry Multi-
cultural End of Year Holiday Season.” 
Mark said, “When people ask me can do something for everyone that won’t offend anyone, I say, ‘You bet!’”
It was a Dark and Stormy Night… is not for the faint of heart. With eight funny, thrilling and chilling tales, it 
alternates between humor and the macabre. 
“These stories are fun—and creepy,” Mark said. “They make you laugh and jump. You probably shouldn’t let 
your kid sister listen alone on a moon-lit night.”
The album includes comedy-style excerpts from the book It Ate My Sister, the satirical fable, “TV Deprogram-
mer,” a Monty-Pythonesque take on “The Monkey’s Paw” and some outrageous diversions, including a remas-
tered edition of Mark’s infamous story, “The Death of Harry Potter.”
“Sometimes you want to feel warmed and fuzzy, and sometimes you want to crawl out of your skin,” Mark 
Binder said. “My job is to help you do either or both. You pick.”
